Point 2

Point 3 
Continue on passing “a flat” and when you see a theme beginning called a thrift shop pull in.

Continue on your one way trip passing Lamar Park.  It’s small, but you will soon see the smallest 
one.  Continue on until you see “the shop” and when you see another thrift shop turn right.

Who sponsors this resale shop? ______________________________ (5pts.).   
Go west when you see a consignment, follow the arrow.  Turn right on a famous Lloyd, 
Macmillian or Farb, and pass a well known socially active church.  For 5pts. what is the name of 
this church _______________________? 
Watch the houses grow, color abounds.  Turn right at what New Orleans has become known .  
Fly by Hollywood and the “show me” state.  5pts. for its name_________.  Pass by the home of 
the Terrapins state.  2009 is your next theme shop. Who sponsors this well known thrift 
store___________?(5 pts) 
Continue on, watch carefully, the next guild shop you will see, you will go in!  Ask how many 
raku leaves are in this wonderful guild shop  ____________________ (5pts.).  Give me the 2008 
teapot winner________________(5 pts.)  Bring a newsletter for 5 pts more.  Many potters come 
together and sell their wares here at Point 3. 



 
Point 4 
You have turned right at this destination. You will stay on this street passing another potters 
guild sign, then turn right on a groovy walnut, and when you see Reno’s state turn left.  Continue 
on, don’t stop, this is one of the few neighborhoods that has not been crowded by townhouses 
yet.

On your left for 5 pts who is the artist for the sculpture on your 
left  _____________________? Also for more points, what’s name of 
it_________________________. (5pts.)On Mason, follow Bill Bridges’ directions, pass a 
Shakespeare home and then left on Avondale.  Enjoy some wonderful renovations of homes.  
Turn right on the access and watch carefully as you drive under Elgin 300 you will be in the right 
lane.  Nathaniel’s street means a right and an immediate left.  Give me the time ______.  A 
Vietnam era general means turn right.  Give a nod to our potential future mayor and enjoy 
another reclaimed home you’ve seen before on your right.  Please stop and enjoy 215.  This is 
Point 6. 
 
Point 7 
Turn left when you must, at George Wallace’s state turn right and after passing Liberia Espanol 
turn left and left again at another of our theme shops, name it ____________________( 5pts ), 
pass in front and left out of the parking lot, going between 2 Jacks means a right.

Point 8 (If we have rain use Car Directions only)
